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Introduction
Over 45 people were present at the Strate​gic Planning Meeting, which was held in Montreal Canada. The aim was to look at the future of ILS till 2010. Delegates came from Australia-Surf, Australia-Royal, Belgium, Canada, RLSS-Commonwealth, France, Germany, Great Britain-Surf, Iran, Italy, New Zealand, Norway, South Africa, Spain, Sweden, United Kingdom-Royal and United States. The Strategic Planning Meeting was a big success and this thanks to the endless devotion of the Canadian Lifeguard Association and the excellent work of Judy Kent, a Strategic Planning specialist. The results of the debates will first be discussed in the ILS Board of Directors and later be issued to all ILS Membership.

The fourth Newsletter is focussing on development aid aspects in Europe and on the preparation of the biggest event lifesaving will have in 2000, namely rescue 2000 in Sydney – Australia.

Jerusalem

Two bathers drowned and one disappeared on Israel's Mediterranean beaches, the seventh day of a walkout by life​guards protesting stalled wage nego​tiations.

Sunshine drew bathers in full force, despite unusually strong undertows and the absence of lifeguards. In the southern city of Ashkelon, two bathers drowned, one after saving his son from the strong currents. In the Tel Aviv suburb of Bat Yam, rescuers were searching for a 28-year-old man missing, when his friends lost sight of him in the water. Another bather was in critical condition after friends pulled him out of
the water. All but one of the incidents happened on public beaches usually
patrolled by the country's 210 striking lifeguards. Local authorities were scheduled to hold an emergency meeting to discuss the strike.


Bulgaria

An ILSE Training Course took place between 10th and 24th September,1999 at the International Training Centre of the Bulgaria Red Cross in Sozopol under the leadership of Joachin Kruger and Ortwin Kreft of the German Life Saving Federation (DLRG). Thirteen participants from Bulgaria, Cyprus, Germany and Macedonia successfully passed exami​na​tions in Rescue Boat Driving and Rescue Diving. The 1999 Course will be held between 2nd and 19th September also in Sozopol.

Croatia

In co-operation with the DLRG the Croatian Red Cross organised a training course at Dubrovnik between 1st and 13th October 1998. Four DLRG Instructors taught ten Croatian members rescue techniques, first aid and the organisation of theoretical and practical exercises. The next course is planned for 10th - 19th September 1999. 

The DLRG has started involving local clubs in cities who have a partner city in Croatia in establishing regional contacts to provide support for meetings and education.

Estonia

The Swedish Life Saving Society is curren​tly working with officials in Estonia to arrange lifesaving courses for that country.

Italy

The Italian Federation organised meetings of the ILSE Commissions on the island of Ischia in January1999. A guest at the Development Aid Commission was Dr. Vladimir Topler, President of the Slovenia Red Cross. The Commission discussed the development of lifeguard stations on Slovenian beaches and lakes.

Latvia

Dr. Klaus Wilkens is preparing a Development Aid Project with the Honorary Consul for Latvia Dr. Sommerkamp-Homann.

Poland

In August1998, three DLRG Rescue Boat Drivers, together with Dr. Klaus Wilkens, went to Szczecin and met with represen​tatives of the Polish Life Saving Federation (WOPR) to test a new type of rescue boat which is built in Poland. Preparations were also made for the ILSE General Assembly that is being held in Szczecin in October 1999. 

Spain

A Referees' Course was held in Santander from 27th October - 2nd November 1998 with 25 national and 15 international participants from France, Germany, Czech Republic, Ireland, India, Japan and Tanza​nia taking part. The Course organised by Maria Teresa Paredes Fargas was very successful and was supported by experts from Italy, the UK (Surf and RLSS) and Germany.

Yugoslavia

The Yugoslavian Red Cross organised a Seminar for Lifeguards and lifeguard Instructors in Sutomore, Montenegro, between 10th and 19th September 1998. 70 candidates attended the course that was supported by Giuseppe Andreana and Franco Danieli from the Italian Lifesaving Federation.

An emergency service plan has been formu​lated and will be reviewed and tested accordingly.

Pooled Competition Equipment

New inflatable rescue boats and motors, with provisions for on site maintenance have been arranged. Furthermore boards, skis and surfboats will be provided for. Cmplementary, for those countries not familiar with surfboats, SLSA is offering sweepers for overseas teams.

Drug testing

Arrangements for the provision of drug testing are taking place via discussions with the Australian Sports Drug Agency (ASDA).
