IOC aims to make the World Games a pre​mium multi-sports event

At the bi-annual meeting of all National Olympic Committees (NOC's) united in the Association of NOC, held last month in Rio de Janeiro, together with the International Olympic Committee (IOC), the IOC issued the transparent message that they aim to make the World Games a premium multi-sports event.

The IOC Sports Director, Gilbert Felli, made it very clear that “Discussions have taken place between the IOC and the International World Games Association (IWGA) concerning the de​ve​lopment of a more struc​tu​red relationship be​tween the two organisations and a reconside​ra​tion of the IOC support for the IWGA. From an organisational point of view, con​si​deration will be given to the sports program of the World Games, with the aim of making this a premium multi-sports event for athletes in the sports concerned. Further consideration could also be given to the role of the NOC's in this event. Some NOC's are involved in supporting their athletes and orga​ni​sing a national dele​ga​tion at the World Games, and the development of this NOC support would be beneficial in streng​thening the place of the World Games in the Olympic Movement."

The IOC President Juan Antonio Samaranch in his concluding speech again stressed the impor​tance of the NOC's involvement in the World Games.

The remarks mentioned above came after a presentation made to the ANOC meeting on Friday 26th May by the IWGA President Ron Froehlich. He strongly asked the NOC's assem​bled to first of all indeed pay due recogni​tion to those International Federations already grouped together within the Association of IOC Recogni​sed International Sports Federations (ARISF).

Conclusions

The World Games are not only assembling Recognised Sport Federations, but also Olympic Sports Federations. From the total of 31 Inter​na​tional Federations currently affiliated with the IWGA there are four (4) Federations included in the World Games with different disciplines to the programme of the Olympic Summer Games, 20 out of the 30 total ARISF Member Federations and six (6) International Federations still striving for Olympic Recognition.

The World Games 2001 will be held in Akita (Japan) from 16th till 26th August and will comprise 22 of the total of 30 IWGA Member Federations including approx. 2.500 athletes divided over 300 events competing for approx. 800 medals. Lifesaving will comprise nine countries with each 10 competitors and they will compete in pool and surf lifesaving competitions.
