The International Life Saving Federations passed messages of congratulations to Dr. Jacques Rogge for his recent election as President of the International Olympic Committee. Dr. Rogge was born on 2 May 1942 in Gent (Belgium) and is Doctor in Medicine with a specialisation in Sports Medicine. He is an orthopaedic surgeon and Head of the Orthopaedic Surgery Department of the Hospital of Gent. He is a competitor in sailing at the Mexico Games (1984), the München Games (1972) and the Montreal Games (1976) in the Finn class. Dr. Rogge will change his residence to Lausanne soon.

Dr. Rogge was the President of the Belgian Olympic Committee and in that capacity supported the participation of the Belgians to the World Games. He is a Member ex-officio of the Executive Committee of the World Games.

Dr. Rogge always agreed with a higher invol​ve​ment and support of the IOC in the World Games.

Dr. Rogge knows very much about lifesaving and lifesaving sports. He visited the ILS Headquarters last year and follows our activi​ties. ILS and the whole lifesaving family again con​gratulates Dr. Rogge for his election and wishes him all the best in his new mission.

Goodwill Games - Australia
Tickets for 12 of the 14 sports went recently on sale. On the first day of the sales more than 35.000 tickets were sold. The surf lifesaving and triathlon competitions will be free. So there is no excuse for not being there.

The opening ceremony tickets went on sale at some 200 AUD per ticket. ILS members wish​ing to be part of the opening cere​mo​ny are asked to advise Mr. Greg Nance, CEO of Surf Life Saving Australia. The closing ceremony is planned to be a non-ticketing public event in the downtown Brisbane area. 

World Games

The preparations of the coming World Games in Akita - Japan are excellent. The World Games will start on 16 August and end on 26 August 2001.

When he was in Tokyo two weeks ago, the ILS Secretary General had a meeting with Mr. Akira Nakayama (Secretary General of Japan Life Saving) and with Chiharu Aizawa (Technical Delegate for Lifesaving at the Games) in order to settle the last preparations.

In total 9 countries will participate in the lifesaving competitions (Australia, Belgium, Ger​many, Great Britain, Italy, Japan, Nether​lands, South Africa and Spain) with 90 athletes and some 100 delegates. The pool com​pe​ti​tions will be held in the Akita Swim​ming Pool while the Surf/Beach competitions will take place in Iwaki Town.

Commonwealth Lifesaving Championships in 2001

The Commonwealth Lifesaving Championships were organised in Eastbourne - United King​dom. Eight male teams participated (Australia, Canada, England, Hong Kong, Jersey, Scotland, South Africa and Wales) and six female teams participated (Australia, Canada, England, Scotland, South Africa and Wales).

Australia was ranked first in the overall ranking, followed by Canada and England.

Two full and complete bids were received by 31/03/2001, namely Oostende (Belgium and Viareggio (Italy).

The inspection visit took place from 18 to 22 July 2001 and the report of the inspection is to be expected by 15 August 2001.

Both candi​dates are expected to do a full presentation of their bid to the ILS Sports Commission on 31 August and to the ILS Board on 3 September 2001. The elections (secret ballot) will take place on 3 September 2001.

India

RLSSI is most grateful to RLSS & RLSSA for all the help they have given and continue to give. With out this help, it is unlikely that RLSSI would have been where it is today. We are barely two and a half years old, having laun​ched ourselves on 2 August 1998 during the visit of Mr. John Long, Secretary General of the RLSS & Dr. Heather Mac Gowan PhD of RLSSA. They put up a few demonstrations and RLSSI continued there after. As of now over 60 demonstrations in Pune, Bombay, Lonavla, Goa, Vishakhapatnam have been carried out. 

Since May 2000 the RLSSI has been conducting training in lifesaving, qualifying life​savers and lifeguards. Six Training Centres have been established, three in Pune, two in Vishakhapatnam and one at Cilka in Orissa. 150 lifesavers/lifeguards/lifeguard-instructors have been trained and certified to date.
